Note - This upgrade is for Netra i 3.2 servers only. If your Netra

Internet server is an older version, upgrade to Netra i 3.2 first,

then proceed with this upgrade.

As part of the installation, the upgrade script will remove the

older Netscape Enterprise Server 3.0 and replace it with the

new one. All other Netra i 3.2 files and third-party software

remains untouched, including any user configuration

customizations performed previously.
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Upgrading From Netra i 3.2

To Install the Netra i 3.2.1 Software
1. At either the server console or client, log in or use the

rlogin or telnet command to gain access as the root
user of the Netra server.

2. Open the Netra server CD-ROM drive tray:

3. Place the Netra i 3.2.1 Upgrade CD-ROM onto the
CD-ROM drive tray and gently push the tray closed.

Note - Use only the command line interface to install software.

If your File Manager window opens when you insert the

CD-ROM, quit the File Manager window immediately.

4. At the console, or a root terminal window, type:

5. Follow the steps as instructed by the upgrade script.

# ./netra_upgrade
