Connection to NFS Server May be Lost

There is a known bug with the driver that can cause a loss of connection with the
NFS server, producing the message “NFS server not responding” when all of the
following conditions exist:

= Using a PPP and a modem connection

= Editing or writing files larger than 1MB

In tests, the connection was lost after working in the above conditions for an average
of 3 or 4 hours.

This bug will be fixed in patch 106955-03 (for SAI/P 2.0) and 108695-01 (for SAI/P
3.0) with planned availability in the first calendar quarter of 2000.
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
