3. Remove the paper from
the second small foam
gasket and place it under
the same slot.

These foam gaskets will
protect against electrostatic
discharge.

Proceed to install your host interface card into the gasketed slot as described in
your Netra E1 PCI System Expander Installation and Maintenance Manual, 806-6325-10.
